Operation Nest Egg — Removal of egg/s from the burrow for
incubation and hatching, health screening.

Approximately 6 months in predator free créche facility.

Equipment — chick transmitters, tracking gear.

Maintaining trapping network to keep them safe from stoats.
Advocacy and awareness — providing people the information to make

informed decisions.

Other Costs

Training of kiwi handler/s.

Research on predator control and best practice techniques.
Kiwi Avoidance training for hunting and domestic dogs.

Increase of protective trapping zone.
